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Attic Fire Wakes Up Resident 
 

ARVADA –Arvada Fire crews responded to a house fire at 4:44 am on April 4, 2009.  The 
house, located at 10450 W. 73rd Place in Arvada had fire showing through the roof on the west 
portion of the home when fire crews arrived. 
 
The resident of the home was treated on scene by Pridemark Paramedics possible smoke 
inhalation.  The resident stated that he had try to put the fire out from his deck with a garden 
hose prior to the fire department’s arrival on scene. 
 
There have been no other civilian or firefighter injuries.   
 
Approximately ½ of the home was damaged due to the fire.   
 
The cause of the fire has not yet been determined. 
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
